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The committee have organised the usual seasonal events over the past year. 

In summer 2006 you might have visited the Open Gardens in East Hatley and enjoyed the barbecue in the evening.

We organised a ‘spooky walk’ for children to mark Halloween and in December the usual Christmas Party. As the number of children in the 2 villages decline the parties seem to become more enjoyable. The children all get along very well despite the difference in their ages and there is a lot of cooperation when the games get tricky! 

We sang carols in both villages in December and raised £116.46 which was donated to The Autistic Society.

The Safari Supper took place in East Hatley in January and a record number attended. This a great event and it becomes more popular each year.

Then in spring we organised the Pancake Race and the Easter Egg hunt. The latter event took place in glorious sunshine and once again it was heartening to see a group of mixed age children all getting on so well together.

The committee have also organised a number of events in the village hall. We believe that the hall is a valuable asset to the community and have tried to put on a variety of events that will suit all ages and types.
There was a successful beer and sausage tasting event in autumn 2006 which raised £200.00; and then in November we ran a shopping evening where local organisations sold Christmas decorations, chocolate, Fair Trade products, poultry, greetings cards, silk paintings and jewellery. Again this was a successful event and we made £200.  We hope to repeat it this year.

A local singing group, the Moonlighters, performed in March.
A yoga class ran for 2 terms in the village hall but had to close as there were not enough participants for the teacher’s needs.

Altogether the committee has raised £617.80 towards the upkeep of the village hall which includes a donation of £100 for a new carpet. 
We have put a lot of work into organising these events and we are very grateful to everyone who has supported them. However, it has become apparent that the same people turn up time and time again and we do not know for how much longer we can rely on their goodwill. We have several events in mind for this rest of this year but we cannot commit ourselves to continuing indefinitely unless we know that there will be more support. 
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
