Minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Council held on May 10th 2004

Present:

Cllrs Astor, Drake, Ridgway, Ward. Cllr Dixon in the Chair. Clerk Kindersley,  7 electors. D/Cllr Wilson.

2. Minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Council held on May 19th 2003.

The Clerk read the Minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Council held on May 19th 2003. These were agreed by the Council as a true record and signed by the Chairman.

3. Matters Arising:

4. The Chairman presented the Annual Report on the activities of the Parish Council for the year. The Chairman announced her decision not to stand for Parish Council in the forthcoming elections having spend many years now on the Council. Cllr Mrs Ward moved a vote of thanks to Mrs Dixon for all her work for the community over the years. Unanimously agreed.

5. A report from the Secretary of the Hatley Sports and Social Club was yet to be received but it was known that a trading loss of £5,000 was due to the increased cost of insurance and low attendance. To be discussed by the PC in July.

6. The Clerk read the report from the Hatley Villages Committee sent by Ms Eagle Wilsher.

7. The Chairman reported that the future of St Denis’ Church was still under discussion. The annual clean-up days were to be October 10th and November 7th. Cllr Mrs Ward volunteered as a new PC member of the Local Nature Reserve Management Team. Mrs Dixon to continue as a member. Clerk to draft a letter generally supporting the proposals being explored by Nick Grimshaw and to offer financial support (bearing in mind the very small precept of the Council).

8. Lt Gransden Consultative Committee: A new complaints form was vailable from Lister Wilson’s website. It seemed that Mr Jefferies was now distributing his aerobatic practise over a number of different locaitons including Tempsford and Bassingbourn as well as Hatley. Busy weekends planeed were April 15/16, July 10/13, Aug 30/31, Sept 1st. Open Day at Fuller’s Hill was August 29th. Mrs Ryall ha a number of complaints and it was questioned whether they had been submitted to SCDC. It was again highlighted how inportant it was that any complaints be put in writing and sent to the Planning Officer as  soon as possible. The next meeting would be at Waresley on November 4th.

9. Gransden Lodge Gliding Club: The previously arranged meeting had been cancelled and rearranged for May 19th. It was stated that activity was still very noticable.

10. The Clerk reported the Parish Council's income and expenditure for the period ending March 31st 2004  to the Meeting. These were approved by the Council and the Ledger was signed by the Clerk and the Chairman.
Cllr Ridgway proposed and Cllr Astor seconded - all in agreement.

Payment of annual membership to CALC was proposed and agreed by the meeting.
