Hatley Parish Council

Ordinary Meeting March 18th 2008
MINUTES
1. Apologies; Received from Cllr Mrs Ward and D/Cllr Mrs Elsby who had just stood down from the District Council. 4 Electors were in attendance. 
2. Declarations of Interest: Cllr Astor declared personal interests in Item 8 as the landowner of the bridleway and Village Hall. 
3.
Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of January 15 2008 and Planning Meeting on February 5th 2008: These having been circulated were signed as a true record by the Chairman. 
4.
Questions from the Public:

Mr Lanchbery reported concerns about vans seen in East Hatley with drivers apparently “checking out” farm properties. Agreed to keep a close eye on this and report registration numbers to the Police if it happened again.


Mr Mann raised the issue of Post collection and delivery times again. Agreed to chase up PostWatch and highlight Saturday collections as a particular issue.


Speeding: Clerk to ascertain cost of 40 mph signs painted onto the road. Mr Ward to change the Kill Your Speed signs to a new position. Moat Farm corner is to be trimmed again – although the vegetation does not in fact belong to Moat Farm. Clerk to ask Mr & Mrs Adler if they might take it on.  


Clerk reported he had asked the Highway Engineer to view the recent works done to the verge in Hatley St George by EDF.

Correspondence: to consider any received. Clerk reported that Mrs Bateman had written to highlight the problem of dog fouling in Baulk Lane. Following discussion the Clerk was authorized to spend up to £100 on signs and is to ask Mr Nickerson to put them up where Mrs Bateman thinks sensible.

Finance:
to agree any payments required. - None
To agree the Assets Register – Although the majority of the work was complete Cllrs Ward and Astor would meet and agree the final version which should only detail moveable assets with approximate values. 
7.
Planning 
A lengthy discussion took place regarding the NATS aircraft stacking proposals following a letter circulated to all residents by the County Councillor. It was agreed that a final response from the PC would be agreed at the May 20th meeting. Mr Lanchbery agreed to prepare a draft response.
8.
Village Enhancements
Parish Council noted the proposal by Hatley Park Estate to place a moveable bollard in the bridleway at Newlands to prevent unauthorised vehicle access. 

Play equipment rota for remainder of 2008: June SK, July SW, August NJ, Sept HN, Oct MA, Nov SK, Dec SW. Mr Nickerson undertook to replace the missing leg on the slide. 
Councillors considered a grant to the Village Hall for roofing repairs following a request from the landlord.  

“As you know, the flat roof at the back of the Village Hall has been damaged by persons unknown walking on it, and it leaks as a result. It turns out that there is asbestos involved, and the best quote I can get to remove the asbestos, strengthen and replace with ply and felt, and redo the fascias, guttering and down pipe is £2,050 + VAT.I would like to seek help on the cost of this from the Parish Council, as was suggested. “  

The Clerk undertook to ascertain if there was any grant aid likely from South Cambs. The Chairman proposed, Cllr Nickerson seconded that the PC would meet this cost in order to claim back the VAT. Agreed nem con.

Hatley Website Group –  Cllr Mrs Jenkins reported on the activities of the website group and that the AGM would be April 17th . The Chairman expressed the PC’s thanks to those involved in the website which was valued by Councillors.

To receive report from County Councillor & District Councillors: The Clerk reported on various matters of topical interest from the District and County Councils. It was noted that the Parish Council would probably object to any proposals for a Cambridge congestion charge as it would seriously disadvantage residents of the Parish.
