The Chairman invited comment from residents present and invited any comment from the applicants. He noted the closing date for Parish Council comment was 12 February and for the public on Feb 20th. 


Residents made points relating to PPS 7 (whereby planning applications for temporary consent should be considered as it they were for permanent consent). The Chairman noted Cllr Astor’s written support for the application on the basis that agricultural use was preferable to industrial use of the site. 

It was noted that the grant of a temporary permission did not convey permanent consent. 


It was noted that water was already supplied to the site and it already had a septic tank for foul drainage.
