6. Correspondence 

Mr Offord has a complaint re Ambulances. Please refer to the Agenda of the January meeting and reproduced here:

The Control computer (CAD) uses a data base provided by Ordinance Survey, the Trust does not have the ability to update this data base directly, but does notify OS of any changes or errors in the data base.  EMCC can input addresses by either the address, post code, map reference or co-ordinates- we would advise people who live in remote locations to write down the directions to the property in advance and also record the grid reference. Where we have specific problems in finding a caller, we contact the Police who also have a good data base.  

  Ordinance Survey are able to provide an update of the data base every three months, however until very recently the Trust has been unable to update the CAD software, this has now been rectified following a software upgrade and the CAD data base now has the most recent updates- we are hopeful of regular software updates. This has resulted in a change from one address point in East Hatley growing to 35. 

The CAD transmits data relating to a call, this data populates the Satellite Navigation system, so thankfully we are less reliant on Sat Nav upgrades than we might have been. Meanwhile, if all else fails we are reliant on Maps- each ambulance in addition to the electronic bits also has some paper. We may also pass the phone number to the crew and ask them to talk to the caller.    In short I am  confident that we in a better position now than we have been, and would welcome feedback on other problems so that we are able to help OS to help us!

Questions from the Public:

 

White posts opposite No 51 East Hatley

Five white plastic posts were placed by Cambridgeshire County Council across the entrance to St Denis church nature reserve and the verge opposite No 51 East Hatley, on 30/31 March 2004.  This has stopped the residents and employees of No 53 from constantly parking there and spoiling the verge. 

 

However, the Parish Council previously rejected the idea of posts being erected to solve this problem because this is a public parking area for visitors coming to the St Denis's and erection of posts would deflect the problem to other nearby areas. On several occasions since March, visitors have in fact parked outside or opposite No 49 and No 38. 

 

Can the Parish Council please

a) monitor the effect of the posts being placed across the entrance to St Denis Nature Reserve;

b) consider whether to ask CCC to replace them with posts of a material and colour that more in keeping with the location. Dark green wooden posts with small reflectors would look far more attractive. 

 

Broadband

Many residents in East Hatley and Hatley St George cannot receive the Broadband service  because they are too far from the Gamlingay telephone exchange and/or their particular telephone line is not of sufficient quality.  
South Cambs. District Council has recently completed negotiations on a contract with the Internet Service Provider (ISP) Trilogy Telecom to enable a Broadband service within 7.5 km (line length) of the Gamlingay exchange. SCDC is offering a £150 discount voucher to residential users to kick-start the service. However, a minimum of 12 subscribers are needed to make the service economically viable. Set-up fees will be lower if there are more subscribers. 
 All those who would like Broadband are asked to complete the SCDC's Broadband Demand Questionnaire at: http://www.eastspace.net/scambsbroadband taking care to type either Hatley St George or East Hatley in box 6 and to mention Hatley in box 7. Set up fees will be lower the more subscribers.
 Since there is unlikely to be 50 or more houses here wishing to have Broadband, it is likely that a wireless system (WiDSL) will be installed rather than the more common ADSL (Asymmetric Digital Subscriber Line).
