1. Present

2. Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of the Council held on September 8th 2003. 

The minutes of the meeting held on September 8th 2003 were read by the Clerk,  approved and signed as a true record of the meeting by the Chairman.

3. Matters Arising

Chairman reported the hedge at Hatley St George had been trimmed.
Acknowledgement from Director of Planning at South Cambs regarding the failure to consult the Parish about the Gliding Club competition noted.

Governorship at Gamlingay First School – noted that Gamlingay Parish Council had nominated a Councillor.

4. Finance

Proposed by Cllr Ridgway, seconded by Cllr Mrs Dixon and all agreed payment of £65 to Mr Ball for play equipment inspection
5. Planning 

Noted an appeal had been lodged by Mrs E Mitcham against the refusal of planning permission to convert agricultural buildings into a dwelling at Barn Farm, East Hatley.
Noted two letters of complaint regarding activity at Fuller’s Hill. These were to be raised with the operators at the next meeting of the Consultative Committee to be held on November 6th.  A notice to be put up informing residents that the complaints forms were available from the Post Office and that it was very important to identify where complaints were from otherwise the operators could not respond to the complainant as they were required to do.

Noted the next meeting of the Gliding Club would be November 12th.

6. Correspondence  - circulated. Request for further information on the village war memorials to be sent to Ishbel Beatty at the first instance.
7. Website Update from Mrs Jenkins.

It was noted a donation of £99 had been made to cover the registration of the website domain.

Cllr Ward proposed, Cllr Ridgway seconded and all agreed to pay £129.25 to Learning Topics Ltd for various set-up costs.

Mrs Jenkins reported on various matters associated with the website including:

A funding application to South Cambs for £900 was in progress.

The group had decided not to make an Awards for All application.

The meeting of Novemebr 12th will agree the Constitution.

It had been agreed that the site would be informative only with no interactive noticeboard.

Currently the positions alocated were Financial Officer (Francis Mitchell), Organiser (Nicola Jenkins), Editor (Peter Mann), Webmaster (Carmen Norman).

All contributions for content would be welcomed.

It was agreed all previous Council minutes would be supplied.

Noted the domain name is registered in the Parish Council’s name.

All invoices must be though the Parish Council.

Clerk undertook to check the position with the Council’s insurers sand to ascertian from CALC if there is anything the Council should be aware of.

8. St Denis’ Church East Hatley

It was reported that tenders for works inculding the temporary roof had been issued but were now delayed as the Conservation Advisory Group at South Cambs was about to discuss the matter. Following that meeting there would be a letter telling residents what the position is.
