1. Apologies. – Cllr Ward. Cllr Astor in the Chair, Cllrs Ridgway, Drake, Jenkins. DCllr Elsby. Eight electors.

St. Denis' Church East Hatley: Nick Grimshaw presented the report due to be considered by the Conservation Advisory Group with regard to the English Heritage offer to part fund structural repairs at the Church. The meeting discussed the options and endorsed both but expressed a strong preference for the replacement of the roof with the original slates. Clerk to prepare a letter, to be circulated for any responses before submission in the morning.

Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of the Council held on July 5th 2004 having being circulated were agreed and signed as a true record by the Chairman of the meeting.  The Chairman took this opportunity to record the Council’s sadness at the recent death of ex-Councillor Starr and to remind members of Mr Starr’s contribution to the Parish. Clerk reported he had sent a card of sympathy on behalf of the Council.

Planning – To consider application S/1819/04/F Alterations to Building 4 & Change of Use to manufacture foiled products (Class B2) Use of Buildings 1,2,3 & 5 for associated storage. Use of buildings 6&7 for personal use at Moat Farm, East Hatley. Comments due by Sept 23rd.


The Council agreed to OBJECT to this application on the basis that it was identical to the previous application and therefore all previous comments still applied.

Barn Farm appeal – Clerk reported that had been dismissed by the Planning Inspector.

Gliding Club competition – the Council agreed to reiterate its request that the operators should apply formally for planning permission to vary conditions.

Top Farm Croydon – PC agreed to write expressing concern that the operators were not keeping to the terms of the planning permission in that times were being ignored, there was a helicopter on site, more than six planes and a plane of more than 1000kg AUW.
