Ordinary Meeting September 26th 2005

Minutes

1. Apologies: Cllr Ridgway, DCllr Elsby. Twelve electors attended.

2. 
The Minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Council held on July 4th 2005 were read by the Clerk and with one correction (the date of the meeting) were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chairman.

Declarations of Interest

Mrs Dixon reported that the Church at Hatley St George had recently been surveyed and a number of concerns had been raised in the report. Cllr Astor reported that many of the concerns were issues that he was happy to address with his team. The Council agreed that the Church must remain open for worship and Mrs Dixon was asked to convey this to the PCC. Fundraising for the Church would be on a subsequent agenda.

5.
Hatley Sports & Social Club


The Parish Council noted that the HSSC was to close at the end of September. Cllr Astor paid tribute to the people of the Parish who had run the HSSC as a successful village amenity for  25 years and thanked those who had made this valuable contribution to the community on the Parish Council’s behalf. 


However, it was recognised by all that the world had changed along with people’s expectations.  With this in mind the following points were agreed by the Council, proposed by Cllr Astor and seconded by the Chairman:

1.
The Parish Council would take over the running of the Village Hall as from October 1st 2005 for a trial period of two years.

2.
A letter from Cllr Astor would stand down the Village Hall Committee and the balance in the Hall Committee account would revert to the Parish Council as its successor.

3.
The HSSC would be wound up and all utilities etc transferred to the Parish Council’s name. Any outstanding balances in the HSSC account would revert to the Parish Council as successor.

4.
The Chairman and Mrs Perry would manage future bookings and opening of the Hall between them.

5.
Hatley Villages Committee would undertake to organise a fundraiser every two months to bring income into the Village Hall.

6.
The Clerk would monitor the costs associated with the Village Hall in order to formulate a business plan for the future.

7.
The Council recognised that there would be a potential impact on the village precept but that this would be hopefully be managed by a reduction in costs and fundraising. However, the community need for a Village Hall needed to be balanced by the cost of providing it.

8.
Although raised subsequently in the meeting it was agreed, following a vote, that the Village Hall be No Smoking initially for six months.

6.
Finance 

It was agreed to pay outstanding invoices for: 

i)  £120.00 + VAT for the annual hosting of the website with Tollon 
ii)  £35.50 + VAT for renewal of the domain name with NetBenefit for two years

Cllr Astor agreed to review the new Financial Regulations as produced by CALC and produce a short sensible version.
