The minutes were signed by the Acting Chairman.

Questions from the Public

Mr Mann asked about police speed checks promised at the first Gamlingay
Neighbourhood Panel meeting held in July.  These had been carried out in Hatley
on two occasions and some drivers had been cautioned.

Mr Mann raised concerns about dog dirt on verges in East Hatley.  Cllr Ward was

also concerned about this.  It was decided to put up a notice on the village notice

boards and the website.  Cllr Jenkins to arrange.

Mr and Mrs Brett expressed concerns about a girl living in a long caravan on
Moat Farm; the caravan door faced their property.  They were worried as to whether
water was being discharged into the ditch.  Rubbish bags outside the caravan were
attracting rats.  After discussion, Mr Brett said he would ask Sebastian Kindersley to
take up these issues.

Mr Mann raised concerns about activities at Barn Farm where a man looking after
livestock was living in a caravan.  Cllr Jenkins reported (on the Clerk’s behalf) that
DEFRA is aware of the farm business and SCDC’s Enforcement Officer has visited
the premises.

Correspondence

Finance 

The outstanding bill from Mr Flinders for electrical work needs paying.

£178 credit received from PowerGen for electricity supply to Hatley Village Hall.
Cllr Ward to remind Cllr Keith to prepare a spreadsheet showing Hatley Village Hall
income and expenditure to cover the two-year period during which Parish Council
has been running the Village Hall.

Village Enhancements 
Cllr Jenkins to remind Cllr Keith to talk to the owners of Moat Farm about the 

overgrowing hedgerow obstructing the view of drivers exiting East Hatley.

Cllr Ward to talk to Mrs Ball about her request for a dog waste bin.

Cllrs Astor and Nickerson would try to locate a suitable tree trunk to replace the
vandalised bench.
Cllr Jenkins mentioned the ongoing survey on the SCDC website regarding bus 
services and encouraged people to participate.  Mrs Dixon mentioned the  constraint
of having to purchase tickets from Hatley Post Office/Shop on a  Tuesday for the
Thursday bus to St Neots.
Cllr Ward had met the Parish Paths Partnership (P3) Officer, Andrew Stimpson on 
14 September and walked FP16 with its new style (alongside Barn Farm).  Cllr Ward
will circulate a ‘definitive map’ of footpaths and literature on P3 to Parish Councillors.

Hatley Website Group
Cllr Jenkins reported that updates had been made to information on the site.

It is anticipated that new items ready to be added will appear soon.

Report from County Councillor and District Councillor

Cllr Astor read out a report from Cllr Kindersley (as had been published in the Gazette).

Financial Regulations

The Parish Council considered the document circulated with the agenda and decided
which alternative options to adopt.  Cllr Jenkins to draft the document, using Model 2 of
the Regulations from the CALC website, and submit it to the Clerk for comment before
the next meeting.

Standards Committee Dispensation

The SCDC Standards Committee had requested Parish Councillors to show their
landholdings on a map.  This was to assist the Committee to award the PC members a
dispensation over planning applications to allow the PC to discuss matters in which they
would otherwise have a prejudicial interest.  Councillors had done this.  The map was
approved at the meeting and will be passed to the Clerk to submit to the Standards
Committee.
