MINUTES
1. Apologies: Received from Cllr Astor. Cllrs Ward, Nickerson, Jenkins, Keith (Chair); Five Electors, District Councillor Smith attended. 
2. Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held May 15th 2007: These were agreed as a true record & signed by the Chairman.

3. Matters Arising: None
4. Chairman’s Annual Report: The Chairman reported on events over the last year including Planning issues, the Village Hall, Speeding, Dog Fouling and Aircraft. The Parish Council was financially sound; as was the Village Hall. He thanked Mrs Ward for her work running the day to day management of the Village Hall as a sterling contribution to the Community.  Mrs Dixon was thanked for her efforts in relation to St Denis’ Church. 
5. St. Denis’s Church Management Committee Report: The Management Committee had met twice in the year; and any damage had been reported to SCDC. The Cave Spiders prosper. 
6. Little Gransden Aerodrome Consultative Committee Report: The minutes of the recent meeting would be circulated. It was reported by Mrs Jenkins that the Children in Need event would be 31/08/08; Gliding Club Competition 02/08/08 – 10/08/08 and the next meeting would be on 12/11/08. 
7. Hatley Website Group; Mrs Jenkins reported on the year’s activity; a lot of improvements had been made and the site scored about 530 hits per month. The Group comprises Carmen Norman, Peter Mann, Margot Eagle-Wilsher, Catherine Dickens. Mrs Jenkins and the Website Group were congratulated for the excellent Parish website.

Mr Mann queried the cost of painting road markings. Clerk apologised that info was left at home. (Subsequently circulated the response from the County Council that evening).  

Mr Mann queried why the road surface on Larkins Road Croydon was not repaired as it was not possible to travel at 60mph. Clerk responded that as this was the only traffic claming measure the residents of Larkins Rd were likely to get he was anxious that the road not be repaired any further. 

Mr Mann raised the issue of speeding in Hatley St George at more than 40mph. The Police Panel had made speeding a priority and he would be attending the next meeting to hear about the results of the Community Speedwatch trials.
