Annual Parish Meeting May 19th 2009

1. Apologies: Cllrs Astor & Ward. Six Electors attended with District Cllr Smith. 
2. Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held May 20th 2008 having been distributed were noted as having been agreed.

4. Chairman’s Annual Report; The Chairman reported that as a very small Parish the powers of the PC were limited, volunteers were very important in the Parish and most things of importance were on the website. He thanked Mrs Ward for all her work and input on the Village Hall. He reported that recruiting a new Clerk was happening. A community litter pick had taken place and speeding was still a major concern – he thanked Mr Mann for attending the Police Panel meetings. He reported on some planning matters over the year highlighting that compliance was as important as application.   
5. St. Denis’s Church Management Committee Report: Mrs Dixon reported on a recent meeting with David Bevan the new Conservation Manager at South Cambs. The further English Heritage grant was it seemed in doubt because of the time taken by the Council to progress the application. There would be a Church clear-up day on July 18th. Mrs Dixon asked if the Church could be standing item on every PC agenda. 
6. Little Gransden Aerodrome Consultative Committee Report; the minutes were circulated – nobody from the Parish had been able to attend. 
7. Hatley Website Group: Mrs Jenkins reported on the 5 year anniversary of the website. It received over 600 hits a month and had 38 registered users. It was felt it would be useful to have Hatley St George residents on the Committee. The amended Constitution would be agreed at the next meeting.
