Hatley Parish Council

Ordinary Meeting 22nd September 2009
MINUTES
1. Apologies: Mrs Ward, 13 Electors present.

2. Declarations of Interest: All Councillors have a dispensation from the Code of Conduct which allows them to consider any application within the Parish even if they personally have an interest – this must, however, be declared for the Minutes.

All Members declared a personal interest in relation to Item 3 but exercised the dispensation issued by the Standards Committee of South Cambridgeshire DC. Mrs Jenkins declared a prejudicial interest in Item 3 and put her opinion forward before leaving the Hall during the consideration of the matter. 

3. 
To Consider the following planning matter/s:

Approval of Access, Design & Appearance, Landscaping & Siting of Outline planning Permission S/0371/06/) for the erection of Dwelling & Provision of Access for existing dwelling at 38 East Hatley for Mrs & Mrs Ward.
The letters and e-mails from residents were read out. Following discussion the following response was agreed: 

Hatley Parish Council met to consider the above application and APPROVES the application subject to the following points which must be addressed by Planning. 
 
1) Access - the main road is narrow and in order to allow better access for neighbours drives it was suggested the new access to No 38 be shifted to the north-eastern point (where a previous access had existed some time ago). This will allow neighbours to back out as they do now. 
2) The meeting considered letters of objection which no doubt will also be passed to the Planning Officer.
3) Can the Council please ensure that adequate parking provision is made for both properties?
4) Can the Council please ensure that the new building is within the village envelope? This is to ensure the integrity of the local plan and village framework and to reflect the enabling initial consent condition. It appears to extend about 1.5m into the countryside.
5) Concerns were expressed about the impact of the building on the meadow and the Listed Church of St Denis. Landscaping needs to be appropriate and reflective of local character and should enhance the area. 
6) Concerning design of the building there was considerable disagreement about whether it was appropriate or not and whether it was too high. Please can the Council ensure that design colleagues are consulted on this? It did appear that the design reflected the Barn on the other side of the Church and had the proposed barn-like design for No 55 East Hatley been accepted at the time this would have presented a rural and aesthetically pleasing development stop to the village instead of the standard Potton-build there now. 
7) Regarding the footpath please ensure that the condition requiring it to be moved before commencement is respected. 
8) There is concern about damaging the archaeological remains in the meadow - can a safeguarding condition be added?
9) There was concern that the building may be too high, and some electors made comments relating to the original planning committee report referring to the need for a "modest" building on site. 
10) The enabling outline permission has a number of conditions that must be completely respected and complied with.

Minutes of the Meeting of July 21st 2009 having been circulated were proposed as a true record by Mr Nickerson and seconded by Mrs Jenkins. All agreed.

Questions from the Public:
Electors raised issues relating to Broadband in East Hatley: Clerk reported that this matter had been taken up by Mr Lansley MP who’s office had written asking for further information. 

Electors reported further developments on the C2 Bus provision.

Electors raised the issue of the damage to the play equipment. Clerk to ask Mr Wilsher to mend this urgently and if he was unable to commission Mr Ball to do the work.  
 


Mr Mann reported on the Speedwatch project which confirms what residents had always known – that traffic speeds through the village and that this is a serious problem. Clerk to investigate with the County is any further steps can be taken to reduce speed by using stickers or posters. Also to establish costs of “Radar” signs. Also to ask Mr Vacher to cut tress off the 40mph signs in East Hatley.

To receive report from County Councillor & District Councillors: The Parish noted several issues from the County and District Councils.

Correspondence: to consider any received: Mr. Astor agreed to have a go at a Parish response to the Gypsy and Traveller Development Plan Document from SCDC by October 9th.

Village Hall – to consider any matters relating to the Village Hall; Mr Astor reported that he hoped to have the rainwater goods and other repairs done within six months.

St Denis Church – to consider any matters relating to the Church: Clerk reported that the Management Group had met on site on September 30th. Also that the gutter damage had been drawn to Mr Bevan's attention at the District Council and that Clerk had opened the Church for the Orwell Benefice cyclists recently.
