Declarations of Interest - none.

Minutes of the Annual Parish and Annual General meetings of May 18th 2010 – Resolved to approve and sign, agreeing to insert a paragraph break within item 4 prior to publication on the website – amended by hand on signed copy.  Clarification was given that the Website group itself is not permitted to edit any parish council documents.

Village Enhancements a) Public rights of way – dangerous stile footpath 16 – Resolved to approve County Council’s suggestion to replace with two kissing gates.

Finance a) Payments –Resolved to approve list provided, noting an additional payment to E-on. Current bank balance £7269.99 - noted. b) Insurance – quotation of £259.89 from existing provider for cover of village hall contents and playground equipment considered.   Resolved to seek two additional quotations.

Village Hall – Rear fire door requires repair.  Council to consider contribution once indication of cost is provided by M Astor.  Booking form now available on website and hall is advertised in the Gazette.  P Mann’s offer to investigate cost of external wooden sign to advertise hall for hire was accepted with thanks.

St Denis Church – N Jenkins attended meeting on 29th May.  Cave spiders photographed.  Advice on management plan given.  More work required cutting around graves.  S Keith to investigate possibility of shared mower being utilised for next grass cut.

Playground –i) Rota 2010-11 agreed .ii) Annual ROSPA report– no action required.

Hatley Website Group – N Jenkins detailed items added. J Dixon/P Hewitt suggested as contributors for article about local churches.  Chairman thanked the website group for all their voluntary work in maintaining this valuable resource.

Questions from the Public - P Mann – i) Moat Farm – latest information on enforcement action requested.  S Kindersley advised that enforcement team has visited - decision is still pending. ii) Speedwatch – latest session recorded 18 of 52 passing vehicles exceeding 40mph.  Radar signs - update requested – clerk advised that no further information had yet been received from County.  S Kindersley explained that budget cuts at County level would likely mean that the parish council would be expected to pay for any additional non-mandatory signage (in the region of £500) and it may be difficult to obtain the necessary permission to install. Resolved to record that the council support the idea of additional signage but that it cannot progress this project until definitive answers have been received from County.
