Ordinary Meeting 16th November 2010
Minutes
In attendance: - Chairman S Keith, Cllrs A Pinney, H Nickerson, M Astor and N Jenkins. County and District Cllr S Kindersley (from item 12), District Councillor B Smith, clerk L Bacon and 5 members of the public.
1. Apologies – none. 
2. Declarations of Interest: [All Councillors have a dispensation from the Code of Conduct which allows them to consider any application within the Parish even if they personally have an interest – this must, however, be declared for the Minutes.] M Astor – item 11 personal and prejudicial interests.

Minutes of the Meeting 5th October 2010 – resolved to agree and sign. 
4.
Matters arising from these minutes – No response yet from County about alternative speeding signs.  No response from Mr Hook re - installation of kissing gates.  Dumping of rubble - this is thought to have been placed by the landowner – S Keith will seek confirmation.  Link to the BT infinity initiative is to be placed on next Neighbourhood Watch leaflet to raise awareness.

Village enhancements – To consider requirement for and storage of road salt for parishioners use for footpaths/driveways. Resolved - A Pinney to research suitable locations, cost to be considered at future meeting. Clerk to request that County clear footpath alongside main road of fallen leaves.

Questions from the Public.  P Mann – Attended Neighbourhood Police Panel meeting, at which the merit of radar signs was discussed. P Mann hopes to follow this up at next meeting between Speed Watch and the police.
7. 
To receive a report from County Councillor & District Councillors: B Smith – new SCDC Chief Executive, Jean Hunter, was introduced to the Gamlingay ward.  First blue bin collection – Hatley was missed, along with other areas.  Any future problems should be reported to B Smith.  Details given of East of England Development Agency which has funding available for suitable applicants. Councilors asked to respond to the East of England Ambulance Service Consultation document and to circulate the link to this on the website. Measures taken against County Council member for attempting to influence planning policy in South Cambs were reported.  S Kindersley arrived at meeting later (after item 11).  Update on Moat Farm – SCDC planning department is aware of two issues, mobile home usage and use of premises for furniture business.  These are being investigated; S Kindersley will get a further update tomorrow.  Footpath 16 - stiles now satisfactorily installed.

Planning – a) To consider formulating a policy to respond to applications for sustainable energy installations – resolved that normal procedure of considering material planning considerations will inform responses. b) SCDC – notification of new IT system – noted this has suffered early problems.

Correspondence: MAGPAS and Victim Support – requests for donations – declined.  Land Registry – voluntary registration – not relevant, as no land is in parish council ownership.

Finance
a) To agree payments:  Resolved to approve all payments on list provided, noting addition of payment to Chubb fire, decision required (item 11a.) on amount of payment to Hatley Park Estate and payee required for cheque for website costs.
b) Bank Reconciliation to end Sept.  Balance £6815.35 – noted.
c) Budget 2010 -2011 – for consideration.  Level of precept – resolved to defer decision to January meeting.  Explanation of use of Section 137 donations was given.  Clerk to draft wording of consultation letter to be sent to parishioners, explaining need for precept to cover basic costs and suggesting possible additions.

Village Hall a) Fire door repair –  Donation towards costs to consider - £250 minimum approved by clerk.  Resolved to agree suggestion of 60% Hatley Park Estate /40% parish council split in costs on this occasion b) Policy for contribution towards payment of future maintenance costs – resolved to consider these on a case by case basis. c) Bookings and report – Mick Marshall. One further booking this year.  Very few bookings.  New sign needs to be erected under the existing one. Thanks expressed to H Nickerson who kindly offered to action this.

St Denis Church – N Jenkins reported that P Mann mowed churchyard on 6th November, 7 volunteers helped clear up on the 7th.  Ongoing mowing/cutting collection problems not yet resolved – should be 4 cuts per year according to the management plan.  More hands required to help.   Further group meeting to be arranged before Xmas to address issues.
