To receive a report from County Councillor & District Councillors -(County Councillor section brought forward as S Kindersley needed to leave the meeting early) Summary of  issues -  including the Cambridge City boundary review, the suspension of the cancellation of subsidized bus routes including the C2 bus, announcement by central government of the closure of RAF Waterbeach, 7th August opening date for the guided bus,  Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment – there is substantial pressure to find large development sites for housing ( this will not affect Hatley as an infill village) and the new County guidance on speed limit changes. S Kindersley left the meeting.

Village enhancements – i. Speed Stickers initiative – 120 have been ordered free of charge from South Cambs District Council ii. Speed restrictions – County Council guide to how local communities can change speed limits – Resolved that clerk draft an article for the Gazette/web site, giving timescales and cost implications to gauge public support for a proposal to try and reduce the speed limit on Hatley Rd to 30mph iii. Watercourse Maintenance Programme – Beds and River Ivel Internal Drainage Board information – noted.

Questions from the Public – P Mann gave a summary of latest results from Speed Watch and asked whether the annual ROSPA inspection is a legal requirement – Clerk to investigate.

B Smith – SCDC is strongly objecting to a proposal to ease the change of use for B1 sites to housing – this would cause a loss of valuable employment sites in rural areas. Involved in CRIF – which is undertaking an exercise in mapping renewable installations in Cambridgeshire. Outlined available funding for projects aiming to engage youth in mentoring and promoting safer driving.  Provided Tree Pack – details of young trees available free to parishes successful in applying.
