Draft Minutes
In attendance:- M Astor (Chair), S Keith, A Pinney, H Nickerson, N Jenkins, County and District Councillor S Kindersley (from item 6.ii.), Clerk L Bacon, ACRE Village Hall Advisor P Peacock and 7 members of the public.

1. Apologies- District Councillor B Smith.
2. Declarations of Interest: [All Councillors have a dispensation from the Code of Conduct which allows them to consider any application within the Parish even if they personally have an interest – this must, however, be declared for the Minutes.] – M Astor item 11.c.

Minutes of the Meeting on 19th July 2011 and Planning Meeting on 25th July 2011 – Resolved to agree and sign.
4.
Matters Arising from these minutes – item 6. ROSPA inspection – clarification that this is not a legal requirement but is needed for insurance purposes and that ROSPA is the nationally recognised provider of safety checks for playgrounds.

Village Hall – i. Talk by Philip Peacock – Cambridgeshire ACRE Village Halls Advisor on ideas for increasing usage of the village hall.  Resolved that clerk will collate ideas to formulate a questionnaire to consult with the community on potential usage. ii. Bookings report – M Marshall – 3 bookings to January 2012 iii. Maintenance issues – quotation received for essential electrical works – Resolved to approve, noting that installation check and external lighting have not yet been invoiced iv. Hall accounts – noted has made loss since 2008/9. Acknowledged need for revival of community involvement in management of hall.

Village enhancements – i. Speed limit – Majority of responses to consultation were in favour of proposed reduction. Resolved to approach County Highways Officer with proposal and to investigate extending 30mph limit to West Lodge and installing signage warning of dangerous bend. Also to contact Chief Executive of County to enquire about possibility of reducing speed limit in East Hatley to 20mph. ii. Footpaths 9 and 11 – maintenance requirements.  Resolved – Clerk to contact County with regard to replacement sign for footpath 9. iii. Queen's Jubilee Celebration Tree Planting – Resolved to apply for an Oak to be planted on the village green. iv. Crime and Disorder survey – results to be published in December on SCDC website - noted. v. Phone boxes – usage and maintenance queries – Resolved that Clerk will investigate current status.

Questions from the Public – P Mann outlined recent Speed Watch activity and asked if Councillors were planning to attend next Police Neighbourhood Panel meeting.

To receive a report from County Councillor & District Councillors. S Kindersley stressed the importance of building relationships between the Police and Parish Councils. Latest on the Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment – 8 sites identified in and around Gamlingay, but unlikely that these will all be required to fulfill need. County council has increased councilors allowances by 25%.  Bus cancellations are on hold pending judicial review. Plans are in hand for new faster broadband installations across the County.
