Draft Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting 
Tuesday May 15th 2012, 7.30pm

In attendance:- M Astor (Chair), A Pinney, H Nickerson, N Jenkins, District Councillor B Smith, Clerk L Bacon, and 4 members of the public.

1. Apologies – County and District Councillor S Kindersley.
2. Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting May 26th 2011 – noted.
3. Matters Arising – none.
4. Chairman’s Annual Report – M Astor gave a summary of the past year including the raising of the precept to £ 3 800 following public consultation on the possible funding of signage for a reduction in the speed limit through Hatley, the planting of a Jubilee Oak, the Housing Needs Survey, the granting of permission by SCDC for a wind turbine at Gamlingay and the progress of efforts to increase usage of the village hall, including successful events such as the geology talk. Finally, thanks were expressed to Simon Keith for all his past work on the Parish Council, as he decided not to stand for re-election.
5. Reports:-

a. Rights of Way/footpaths – noted way marker on footpath 9 has still not been replaced.  Clerk to notify County Council if footpaths require cutting
b. St. Denis’s Church Management Committee – N Jenkins provided a verbal update on the past year.  2 meetings have been held and 3 successful tidy up sessions with up to 13 volunteers attending.  Future options for the site were considered – D Bevan, SCDC Conservation Officer to be invited to next meeting to discuss. 
c. Little Gransden Aerodrome Consultative Committee – M Astor outlined procedure for submitting complaints about low level flying/aerobatics.  
d. Hatley Website Group – thanks to P Mann for maintaining site on behalf of the parish.  Resolved to agree to underwrite ongoing costs of website.  M Astor suggested that a fundraising event could be considered to assist with these costs.
e. Hatley Village Association – A Pinney.  Formed in January following consultation with parishioners. Aim – to raise funds for upkeep of interior of hall. Successful fundraising events to date -  quiz and geology talk.  Future events - Local history talk and Jubilee picnic.  
f. Village hall - M Marshall – 4 bookings taken so far.  Still no regular user.  B Smith suggested contacting manager of Gamlingay Eco Hub as bookings there are sometimes turned away due to lack of space.  Hall made profit of £1 300 2011-12, but no heating oil purchased.
6. Report from County and District Councillors. B Smith – encouraged Hatley to register with “Connecting Cambridgeshire”, to request super fast broadband. Housing problems increasing, with over 6000 people on the waiting list.  Street cleanliness is an issue across the district – litter in hedgerows and dog mess are concerns in particular. Noted that Hatley is pro active in arranging volunteer litter picks during the year. Gamlingay Community Turbine Ltd – would fund some landscaping/tree planting to minimise impact of turbine on countryside if requested.  Oil theft and motorbikes causing a nuisance on private land have been recent problems for the police in the local area.
