Minutes of the Ordinary and Planning Meeting on 18th October 2011 to be agreed and signed – Resolved.

Matters Arising from these minutes – 6.ii – way marker still required footpath 9.

Village Hall – i. Latest on usage and responses to survey – 12 responses received from approx 90 households. Resolved –  A Pinney to set up a working party to raise funds primarily, but not exclusively for the upkeep, maintenance and improvement of the village hall.  Clerk to investigate audit and insurance requirements for proposed group. ii. Bookings report – M Marshall – successful booking for Geology talk – approx 75 attendees, income to date at least double previous year iii. Maintenance issues – Resolved Clerk to arrange deep clean as soon as possible, with agreed limit of £120. M Astor to arrange electrical works.

Village enhancements – i. Speed limit – Minor Highways Works scheme (County Council) . £1000 applied for to cover speed reduction plans. Parish Council need to contribute 10% of costs. Noted.

Questions from the Public. P Mann reminded all present of next Police panel meeting date. M Marshall reported flooding on road near entrance to fruit farm – Clerk to request that County Highways visit to remedy.

To receive a report from County Councillor & District Councillors – B Smith gave a report on District issues including the consultation on special educational needs, the establishment of a new Youth Council, the withdrawal of counseling services in local schools, super fast broadband consultation, progress on improving recycling from community buildings, identifying need for bus services, empty homes strategy consultation, budget issues, and progress at clearing backlog in planning enforcement.  Thanks to the local PCSO’s who cleared dangerous hedge cuttings from New Road. Progress on Gamlingay Eco Hub very good – completion 31st Jan, official opening 23rd March. B Smith left meeting. S Kindersley arrived at meeting.

Planning- i. Application for 330kw wind turbine, access track and crane hard standing at Castle Farm, Hatley Rd.  Public meeting Gamlingay 23rd January – noted.  M Astor suggested Hatley Village hall as larger venue. Application documents to be circulated to councilors before determination at planning meeting arranged for 24th January, time to be confirmed. M Astor apologies noted ii) Housing needs survey – results and latest from Mark Dees – SCDC Rural Housing Enabler.  The identified need for Hatley is small and no suitable sites have yet been identified. Some of need may be met within new developments in Gamlingay, although Hatley residents with housing need will not have priority for affordable housing outside the parish.  Resolved - no action.
