2. To resolve that under Section 1 of the Public Bodies (Admissions To Meetings) Act 1960 and in view of the confidential nature of the business about to be transacted, it is advisable in the public interest that the press and public be temporarily excluded and they are instructed to withdraw whilst matters pertaining to item 3 are discussed. Resolved
3. Staffing Matters – Resolved to agree new contractual hours for the Clerk with immediate effect.  A new contract will be drafted and signed in September 2014 to include the annual pay review.
4. It was agreed ahead of the AGM to override item 11a) of the Standing Orders and allow the position of chairman to run for longer than three years.

Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting 

Held at 7.30pm on 13th May 2014

In attendance: M Astor (Chair), A Pinney, M Eagle, N Jenkins, H Nickerson, Clerk K Wilde, C Gibbons (SCDC), District & County Councillor S Kindersley & 6 members of the public.
1. Apologies – None.

2. Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting May 21st 2013 – Noted (Approved July 2013).

3. Matters Arising – None.
4. Clare Gibbons was invited by the Chairman to share information on behalf of South Cambridgeshire District Council relating to:  
i. The new BusBike Explorer service that will run on Sundays and Bank Holidays, four times daily, from Cambridge City Station to Gamlingay on a circular route via Hatley.  Maps and information will be made available for users to enjoy the many places of interest (such as Wimpole Hall and nature reserves), walks and cycle paths along the way. The bus will tow a bike trailer for cyclists who wish to explore the area. Free cycle racks can be provided to villages along the route.   A 12 map package will be available to purchase, or can be downloaded. Clare will provide full information to Peter Mann for the Hatley website. Margot Eagle offered to outline some local walks that will be provided to Clare by the end of June. To Be Actioned – Margot Eagle
ii. The new Service 28 will provide a demand responsive service to residents in and around Hatley. The 16-seater bus will travel anywhere within the given zone covering a total of 21 South Cambridgeshire villages, Cambourne and Comberton (Mon-Weds & Fri 9.30-3.45) with customers booking their journey a day in advance. The bus will run a scheduled service between Gamlingay and Comberton and Cambourne before 9.30am and after 3.45pm and a Thursday service to St Neots.

iii. The C2 service is well used and will remain with some alterations.

5. Chairman’s Annual Report – M Astor gave a summary of the events during the year. Progress was made regarding the change of ownership of St. Denis Church by The Friends of Friendless Churches. Parish Clerk Leanne Bacon resigned 31 August 2013 and was replaced by Kim Wilde in September 2013 (formalised in October). Accident at junction in East Hatley spurred roadside trimming back to Holbein’s Farm by Highways Dept.
Extraordinary meeting was held on 8th April to review information for the proposed movable speed sign project (shared with Gamlingay PC & Potton TC) approx. cost £1,559 (VAT reclaimable). Planning included:- Aug - news of a proposed large PV array north of long lane; Oct - Vents x3 on listed building at 10 St George’s Tower (approved) and Change of use from Agri to Mixed at Croydon for PV array (pending new consultation); Nov – Single Stable at 34 East Hatley (approved) and Extensions and alterations at The Palace (approved); Jan – Storage Facility for 42 caravans at Moat Farm (more information required); Single Storey dwelling at Barn Farm (pending SCDC). Village litter pick event held on 16th March was well attended and thanks were given by the Chair.  The Hatley Village Association, under Chairmanship by H Nickerson, has continued to organise events and raise funds for the village hall.  The finances show a ‘surplus’ of £450 for the financial year 2013-2014. Costs were £3,984 and the Precept was £3,490.  The Precept 2014-15 is £3,380.  The year-end accounts show HPC £8,010.81cr, HVA £2,380.87cr = bank balance £10,391.68. A new Internal Auditor has been appointed.
6. Parish Reports:- 

a. Hatley Village Association – H Nickerson

Events have been planned to raise funds for the village hall’s running costs and necessary improvements.  £3,000 has been raised since 2011 and the only expense to date has been new curtains and redecoration.  Thanks were acknowledged to Councillor Bridget Smith and Peter Mann for their assistance with the recent application to SCDC for a Community Chest Grant. A sum of £1,426 was awarded and will be used to purchase 50 new chairs and 10 round tables. Cllr Smith has also provided additional information on community funding opportunities that may help to fund a new kitchen for the hall. Quotes for costs of the work will be collated in the next few months. Thanks were given to Peter Mann for helping to publicise events with posters and via the village website. The next event to be held is a talk on Tempsford Airfield’s Wartime Activities – 28th September.  M Astor gave thanks to HVA for their work and the improvements to the hall.
b. St. Denis Local Nature Reserve Management Group – N Jenkins 

FoFC’s take-over of the church was announced on 4th December 2013, with the £60,000 dowry to be paid by SCDC being formalised on 20th March 2014.  Pledges have been made by HPC £500, Gamlingay Parochial Church Council £500, with further pledges by local residents. A meeting is to be arranged in June between SCDC, FoFC and local residents to discuss pledges and outstanding issues of easements (route for maintenance work & current footpath). The transfer is due to take place in September 2014. David Bevan has left SCDC so this case is now in the hands of Jo Mills. An SCDC Community Chest grant enabled the purchase of a new mower for the churchyard in October 2013. Thanks were given to Peter Mann for mowing the grass. Cllr Kindersley commented that SCDC are investigating why FoFC wish to have a new easement into the church yard when one exists already.  

c. Hatley Speedwatch – A Pinney
A meeting has taken place at Great Chishill with the proposed Village Group to review the equipment and a further meeting has taken place with Karen Lunn (CCC Highways) regarding suitable locations for the sign. The locations are to the east of the junction at East Hatley near to/opposite Parker’s Farm, outside the Village Hall and just before the entrance to St George’s Tower, coming from the west. Other issues are still to be resolved, such as formalising the Village Group and subsequent conditions of ownership and insurance.   The aim is to have purchased the equipment by the end of June 2014.
d. Hatley Website Group – N Jenkins

The website was transferred from the previous host to Claranet in October 2013 and the license holder is now the Clerk.  The changeover resulted in the loss of a few sections from the site but these are now mostly accommodated in the Latest box on the home page.  The costs have reduced greatly to £35.16 p.a. – renewal due in September 2014. The website has drawn interest worldwide, with people trying to trace family history within Hatley.  A full range of local service information can be found on the website and thanks were given to Peter Mann for his work in keeping the site up to date.

e. Village Hall – M Marshall

Bookings are down compared to last year.  There are only two confirmed bookings ahead – one for the Pilates class being held on 14th May and the other for the election being held on 22nd May. A new hoover is required, but H Nickerson offered to look into the problem with the existing hoover before any purchase is made. Booking details for the hall can be found in the Gazette and on the Cambridgeshire.net website. Cllr Kindersley suggested it may be worth investigating placing adverts in The Villager.
f. GamArch in Hatley – S Keith 

As a member of GamArch there is interest in undertaking some test pit digs in Hatley (clay sites) as a comparison to the test pits carried out in Gamlingay (green sand). S Keith explained the importance of test pits to find patterns in the village and the work will initially be located at The Palace end of East Hatley (S Kindersley, M Eagle, P Mann & M Lack have all offered test pit locations).  It is intended that the digs will take place in July with the local group receiving support from GamArch and the professionals from Jigsaw.  A demonstration test pit will be presented by Jigsaw with the help of people from GamArch on Friday 18th July and it is hoped that there will be sufficient enthusiasm and commitment from local volunteers to dig other test pits on Saturday 19th July, or on other dates that are convenient. The test pits will be 1m2 by 1m deep.  The soil will be replaced. A demonstration video will also be shown that will additionally give historical context to the sites. Further information will be circulated via the Parish Clerk & Hatley’s website.

g. Little Gransden Aerodrome Consultative Committee – M Astor
Little Gransden’s Aerodrome has had a quiet winter.  There are no plans to increase the number of micro-lites taking off from the airfield.  The aerobatics competition will take place on 31st May and the Charity Show will be on 24th August.  There has been only one complaint that has been dealt with. Less than 300 take-offs have been logged since the last meeting. The Gliding Club are considering bidding for the national competition for 2015. Minutes of the Consultative Committees of Little Gransden Aerodrome and Cambridge Gliding Club are available to view on the Hatley website. 

7. Report from County and District Councillors. Cllr S Kindersley invited questions in relation to the report that has been circulated and published in the local Gazette.  No questions were raised.  Cllr Kindersley apologised on behalf of Cllr Smith for her absence and advised that she would be joining the meeting in due course.

Minutes of the Annual Meeting of Hatley Parish Council 

Held at 8.30pm on 13th May 2014

In attendance: M Astor (Chair), A Pinney, M Eagle, N Jenkins, H Nickerson, Clerk K Wilde, District & County Councillor S Kindersley, District Councillor Bridget Smith (arrived later) & 6 members of the public.

1. Apologies – None.
2. Election of Chairman for 2014/2015 – M Astor was nominated and elected unanimously.  All members are aware that the Standing Orders of the Council state that this position can only be held for three consecutive years by one member of the council. The Standing Order will remain, however in the absence of an alternative member willing to hold this position, it was accepted by all that M Astor remains as Chair for a fourth year.
3. Election of Vice-Chairman for 2014/2015 – A Pinney to remain – agreed by all members.
4. Signing of the Acceptance of Office - Chairman – Signed.
5. Interests 
i. To receive declarations of interest – None.

ii. To receive and consider dispensation applications for items on this agenda – None.
6. Minutes of Extraordinary Meeting of 8th April 2014 to be agreed and signed – Resolved to approve.
7. Matters Arising relating to the either the Minutes of the Full Council Meeting held on Tuesday 23rd January 2014 or to the Minutes of the Extraordinary Meeting held on Tuesday 8th April – None.
8. To review Standing Orders, Financial Regulations and Code of Conduct – Resolved. No changes required to current documentation.
9. To review Risk Assessment including ROSPA Inspection – Resolved. ROSPA reported Low Risk for the Playing Field play equipment.  N Jenkins to review the risk assessment document and report back any required action or amendments.  M Marshall to arrange checks on electric appliances and plugs ASAP.  To Be Actioned – N Jenkins  & M Marshall 
10. To review Insurance Cover and consider quotations – Resolved.  A long term agreement is held with Came & Co. for one final year and the Annual Renewal payment of £265 is to be paid. 

11. To review Village Hall Booking Conditions – Resolved. After discussion, following an incident during the year, no amendments are to be made to the current booking form or conditions of hire, whereby a deposit of £50 is to be paid and booking must be made by persons aged 21yrs and over.  A higher level of deposit can be requested on a discretionary basis if deemed appropriate at the time of booking based on the type of event to be held and the anticipated age of users. Parish Councillors would be pleased to advise M Marshall if necessary. M Astor stressed the importance of deposit monies being taken for future bookings, which was acknowledged by M Marshall.  
12. Churches

i. St Denis Church: Update on take-over by FOFC. As presented in the APM. 
ii. Hatley St George Church Fete: Request for donation and recommendation for ‘Hatley PC Info’ Stall.  Resolved.  It was agreed that HPC would donate the full amount required to hire a portable toilet for the churches events (approx. £175 + VAT).  It was also agreed that this would be a good opportunity to share PC news and arrangements will be made by the Clerk and Councillors for a stall to be held on Sunday 29th June 2-5pm. 
13. Village Enhancements
i. Speeding Solution – review of preferred locations for sign.  Discussed during APM. Awaiting CCC Highways Department to provide details of utility companies that may have pipes located in the preferred locations.
ii. Grass Verges – recent complaints of damage and possible solutions. It was confirmed by residents of East Hatley that the damage has arisen due to a large horse box that travels regularly to a livery yard at the far end of East Hatley opposite Barn Farm. It was noted that there has been no planning granted for a livery yard at this location, however Cllr Sebastian commented that if an application was submitted it would most likely be approved. He also advised that the enforcement office from SCDC would not exclude specific vehicles from using the highway.  N Jenkins cited a previous planning application in 1992 where planning was refused on the grounds that the local road was not suitable for large lorries and that such traffic would be harmful to village life and the verges.  It was noted that there has been no attempt to repair the verge.  The Clerk advised that the verges can be repaired by Cambs County Council and that posts can be located into the verge in an attempt to prevent further damage, although they would be located 0.5 metres from the edge of the highway and thus may not solve the problem.  It was agreed that M Astor would try to resolve this issue directly. To Be Actioned – M Astor To Try To Resolve
iii. Parish Council Notice Board in Hatley St George – To review design options and costs for replacement.  The Clerk presented an indicative pricing for a new notice board similar in design, though slightly larger, to the existing one at Hatley St. George. The price for an oak two-post mounted frame was in the region of £1,000.  Cllr Smith recommended that the Council takes a look at the new boards at Millbrook Meadow which are made from recycled plastic and are therefore more durable that the wooden versions.  It was agreed that the notice board could be relocated to the grass area on the opposite side of the road, as access to the current notice board is made difficult by the wide, tall hedge in front of the board. It was suggested by Cllr Kindersley that the board could be funded by a Community Chest Grant, and Cllr Smith confirmed that the recent grant for the village hall was done so in the name of HVA and not HPC, so it should be possible to make another application. To Be Actioned – Clerk To Request Quotations  and Submit Application 
14. Police Panel Update

Peter Mann attended the meeting and was disappointed to find that the issue of speeding no longer appears on their agenda as an issue to discuss.   The Clerk also attended and made reference to Operation Oakland that took place in January.  This was a door to door campaign by the police, visiting 30 towns and villages in Cambridgeshire in 30 days to give one to one advice on how people can make their properties more secure to make it less of a target for burglars.  It was also noted that Fly Tipping is the biggest issue that is being tackled in the South Cambs area and people are urged to report it, as well as any litter issues, as soon as possible.

vi. Cambs County Council: Velo Festival May – Sept.  On-line programme of events ‘Celebrating cycling in Cambridgeshire through culture and sport’. Promotional and informative leaflets made available by the Clerk.   M Marshall will make them available in the Post Office.

vii. Cambridgeshire & Peterborough Clinical Commissioning Group:  Public Consultation on Proposals to Improve Older People’s Healthcare and Adult Community Services 

Dates of presentations and consultation papers were made available by the Clerk.  Cllr Smith pointed out that the Consultation is for Cambridgeshire whilst the medical practice for Hatley and Gamlingay falls within a Bedfordshire partnership.
